Dear Families, 
 
During the first day or two of school we al-
ways address the perennial questions:  Where’s 
room 224?  Do I have to use a pencil in math 
class?  Which way do I go to get to the cafete-
ria?  And at the end of the day, there’s the 
most disconcerting plea of all: I can’t find my 
bus!  Along with these perennial questions, 
students also bring to the first day a desire to 
do well--to make this school year a successful 
year. 
 
After the first few weeks, when building logis-
tics have been mastered, students settle into the 
academic routines they established in previous 
school years.  For many students, these rou-
tines work well.  They manage their time; 
complete their assignments, and make aca-
demic success in school a priority. 
 
For other students, settling into old academic 
routines can become a problem.  These stu-
dents may have a desire to do well in school, 
but they need our help developing effective, 
academic-oriented routines.  If your child has 
struggled in the past, I encourage you to work 
with your child now to establish academic rou-
tines and guidelines for the beginning of the 
school year. 
 
First, determine a regular time for your child to 
do homework.  Some students need a little 
down-time after dismissal, while others dive 
right into their assignments and knock them 
out immediately.  Remember, there is no 
“best” time to do homework, but the important 
thing is for students to develop a daily routine 
that includes time for reviewing notes and 
completing assignments.  Teachers will give 
parents an estimate for how much time should 
be spent on homework, and they will help stu-
dents use their agendas to log assignments.  

The school agendas are an excellent tool for com-
municating with teachers and monitoring home-
work.  Even though they’re in high school, you 
should still be asking to see your children’s as-
signments.  By demonstrating an interest in their 
work, you are conveying your values toward aca-
demic success. 
 
Second, have your student get involved at school.  
As I’ve mentioned before, research and classroom 
experience continue to show that students who are 
involved in the school community earn higher 
grades and leave our school ready for the opportu-
nities and challenges that they will face through-
out their lives.  Being involved in co-curricular 
activities helps students acquire skills we can’t 
always teach in the classroom:  teamwork, leader-
ship, cooperation, perseverance and time manage-
ment.  At Dulaney, we offer over 75 clubs and 
sports teams.  I would wager that we have at least 
one organization that would be of interest to your 
child.  And, if your child does not make a team, 
encourage him or her to join another team or to 
join a club.  Our Dulaney High School website 
provides a list of all clubs and organizations: du-
laneyhs.bcps.org. 
 
Finally, parents and guardians need to be involved 
at school too.  The fact that you are reading this 
newsletter proves that you are interested in what’s 
going on in our school.  That’s great!  Our PTSA 
is a dynamic organization looking for parents to 
complete the tasks that transform our school into a 
learning community. There are countless things 
for you to do to help us out in the schoolhouse.   If

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      From the Nurses Office… 
 
All prescription and non-prescription medications that are needed on a regular basis must be accompa-
nied by a written order signed by a physician/nurse practitioner/dentist/physician assistant/osteopath. 
Parent’s request to administer Medication in School (BEBCO 2804) should be completed by the health 

care provider and should identify the student, medication, dosage, time frequency, anticipated duration of treatment, 
side/toxic effects, and mode of administration. Medication orders that include all of the above information mDay be 
accepted on health care provider letterhead or prescription blank in lieu of BEBCO 2804. Appropriately completed 
faxed medication orders are valid. All orders must be renewed at the beginning of each school year. 
 
     Medication should be supplied in an original prescription container. The parents can request two containers from 
the pharmacist, one for home, and one for school. 
 
     The original prescription container should be labeled with: 
 
• Name of Student 
• Strength of medication/dosage 
• Directions for use/time of administration 
• Name of physician/nurse practitioner/dentist/physician assistant/osteopath 
• Date of Prescription 
Expiration date as indicated by the pharmacist 
 
     Students are not to self-administer or carry any medications on them with the exception of an epi-pen or inhaler 
that has an order stating that the student “may carry.” 
 
    Please see the school nurse for any health related issues at the beginning of the school year. It is very important for 
the health and safety of your child that the school nurse be aware of any health conditions, accommodations, special 
health passes, allergies or medications that your child may need during the school year.

.  Videotaping on School Property Including School Buses 
 
 BCPS possesses the ability to videotape students on school 
property and to videotape students (including audiotape) while on 
its school buses.  At the discretion of the superintendent, or his des-
ignee, videotapes may be used for disciplinary purposes. (BCPS 
Student Handbook) 
 
The Right to Personal Property 
 
 The principal, the assistant principal, or the principal’s designee 
of a public school may conduct a reasonable search of a student on 
the school premises if he/she has a reasonable belief that the stu-
dents has in his/her possession an item, the possession of which 
constitutes a criminal offense under the laws of this state.  The 
search must be made in the presence of a third party.  The principal, 
the assistant principal, or the principal’s designee of a public school 
may conduct a search of the physical plant of the school and every 
appurtenance thereof, including students’ lockers.  (BCPS Student 
Handbook)

1. Analyze your PSAT Scores.

7. Use the scanning technique for math. 
8. Decide which questions you will OMIT prior to the test…
After you take the practice tests---you will know how often 
you miss the hard questions. Omit them.  But…do not omit 
too many or you will not EARN enough points.  You may omit

And…is it 
true that the Writing section is not recog-
nized by most colleges? 
 
Grade point average, academic level of course-
work, and SAT scores are the most common crite-
ria for admission into a college or university. 
 
Extra-curricular activities and special talents influ-
ence admission as well.  (Important Point:  You will 
create a resume in grade 11 in English Class….You 
should use this academic resume as you complete your 
college applications.) 
 
Still,  a few colleges have decided to waive the 

need for the SAT if a student has earned  higher 
than a 3.5 GPA in the most rigorous academic 
program available at his/her high school. 
 
If a student’s grade point falls below a 3.5, then a 
student must take the SAT and submit the scores. 
 
Many colleges recognize the Writing Section.  
Others do not include these scores in the criteria, 
but they expect students to do their best on this 
section---anyway.  All colleges are able to 
download a copy of  the student’s written essay.  
Most colleges reserve this step for borderline 
cases regarding acceptance to the college.

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• Answer easy questions first. The easier questions are usually at the start of the section, and the harder ones are at the 
end. The exception is in the critical reading section, where questions are ordered according to the logic and organization of 
each passage.  

• Make educated guesses. If you can rule out one or more answer choices for multiple-choice questions, you have a better 
chance of guessing the right answer.  

• Skip questions that you really can't answer. No points are deducted if an answer is left blank.  

• Limit your time on any one question. All questions are worth the same number of points. If you need a lot of time to an-
swer a question, go on to the next one. Later, you may have time to return to the question you skipped.  

• Keep track of time. Don't spend too much time on any group of questions within a section.  

• Use your test booklet as scratch paper.  

• Mark the questions in your booklet that you skipped and want to return to.  

• Check your answer sheet to make sure you are answering the right question.  

• Make sure you use a No. 2 pencil. It is very important that you fill in the entire circle on the answer sheet darkly and com-
pletely. If you change your response, erase it as completely as possible. 

• Bring an ID to the test sight.  If you don’t have an ID—the Guidance office will provide you with the proper infor-
mation.
